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Budget 2012-13
Last year’s student enrollment of 920 was down considerably from our projection of 980. This resulted in us being over-staffed and projecting a deficit budget for the year. Fortunately, by implementing some cost control measures, maximizing our DSEJ government subventions and securing more corporate funding, we were able to end the year with a 1 million MOP surplus (1% of overall budget). As a non-profit school all of our surpluses (or deficits) are rolled into the next academic year. With our increased student enrollment of 975, we are projecting a slightly larger surplus of 3 million (3% of overall budget) for the current academic year.

PD Day
20 different sessions were offered to teachers and teaching assistants on Oct 1 as part of the Professional Development Day.  Sessions were led by existing TIS staff and ranged from technology integration to phonetics workshops. Teams were also able to meet in their collaborative teams to continue in their action-based research.

Mentorship Program
18 mentors and 18 proteges are involved in a mentorship program. The program is intended to assist beginning teachers by partnering them with an experienced successful mentor. 

Laos Outreach
Seven TIS teachers went Luang Prabang, Laos from Sept 27 – Oct 1. They taught local teachers inquiry-based lessons that were then translated and taught in schools. They assisted at the Library Project with Thai Thor. Thai was our first Laos teacher intern last year. They met with intern applicants as well.

University Fair
Takes place this Friday from 1:30-4:00. Parents are welcome to attend.

Building Plans
Soil samples are currently being taken on the future site. These will be submitted along with the design plans in about 1 month to the government for approval. The approval process takes about 6 months. There is a small preliminary model in the MUST Library building. A TIS model and parent/student consultations will take place later this year.
